Realizing that neither times nor challenges stand still, Calvary Church voted to launch into a new building program to improve the Parish Hall facilities and to enrich its worship life by the addition of a pipe organ.  On October 25, 1964 we dedicated our new organ which has enhanced the beauty of our worship services.  
	Now as we gather to celebrate our 45th Anniversary we see our vision of a remodeled Parish Hall realized.  The members of Calvary are happy today and rejoice in knowing that our children, and our children’s children, can worship and study in new, modern Sunday School rooms.  Our faithful teachers can now instruct their students with proper and modern facilities.  
	As we celebrate our 45th anniversary, let us look to the future and meet whatever challenges face us, as did the pioneers of Calvary.  The congregation’s work is not finished.  We must continue, by the grace of God, to meet the opportunities that face us, not only in our congregation, but in the community, in the Church at large, and throughout the world.
