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From the Pastor’s Desk- June 2023
The first Christian Pentecost, ten days after Jesus’s ascension, radically disrupted the plans, actions, and understandings of Jesus’s disciples.  The Holy Spirit interrupted the “normal” gathering that celebrated the Jewish festival that marked the giving of the Law to Israel and an ancient commemoration of the harvest. Neither the apostles nor the others who were present had expected that Christ’s promise that they would be filled with the Holy Spirit would be fulfilled in the way that it was, with the sound of wind, tongues of fire, and a myriad of languages telling the Gospel to people from all over the known world.  It was integral to Jesus’s followers being able to continue Jesus’s mission; it was part of God’s plan; it was a foundational event for the future of the Church.  Nevertheless, probably no one was comfortable with the situation. No one knew exactly what to do or what would come next.
	In our continuing to move forward following the COVID-19 pandemic, we also don’t know exactly what to do or what will come next. Some things that used to be “normal” will never be the same as before.  Many people are uncomfortable—uncomfortable with dwindled attendance in churches, debates over whether or not to continue to livestream worship services, uncertain standards or metrics for church membership or participation, and the significant decrease in the part of the population who identifies with a religious tradition or who attends church regularly.  
	Pentecost should remind us that our current situation isn’t new. The Church has been here before; as a matter of fact, that’s exactly where it started.  Jesus’s first followers allowed the Holy Spirit to lead them in new directions. They gave up (not necessarily eagerly; perhaps because they had no choice) their previous conceptions and patterns.  They shared the Good News of Jesus even though some people thought they were drunk or crazy, rejected it, or made fun of them.  They made sacrifices, gave up the “normal”, and were uncomfortable—and the Church grew and lived out its mission.
