Food for the Poor
On Sunday, July 29, 2023, the Rev. Canon Dr. Howard K. Williams was our guest preacher. He spoke about Food For The Poor, a ministry providing direct relief to the poor throughout Latin America and the Caribbean. Canon Williams shared personal witness about Food For The Poor’s mission to care for the destitute as a means of living out the Gospel mandate to love one another. 

Canon Williams was ordained deacon in 1974, was ordained an Episcopal priest in 1975, and became Canon in 2004 and Archdeacon in 2006. He was a teacher and rector of churches in the islands of Jamaica, Bahamas, Turks and Caicos, and here in the USA. He has initiated and spearheaded many groups that aid women and children.

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As part of our Centennial Anniversary Celebration, we tried to contact all of the surviving previous  pastors who served at Calvary.  Several weeks after the celebration, the invitation that had been sent to  Reverend Jack W. Berry was  returned.  I did some additional research and was able to locate an address  for a person who appeared to be his daughter, Christine.  I sent her a copy of our program and explained  to her what had happened.  Within the last week, I received an email from h er indicating that her father  had died on May 16, 2023 at the age of 95.  She thanked me for thinking of him.    She indicated that  it was  a good death and he had been wanting to “go home” for several years.       He lived in an independent apartment in a senior   complex and was still driving until the day before he  passed at age 95 and a half.       Some of you will remember and for those of you who didn’t know   Pastor Berry , the following   is some  information regarding his life.     The Rev. Dr. Jack Berry was born in Ma ssillon, Ohio, moved to Akron and then to Minneapolis,  Minnesota.  He served in the Marine C orp s and upon discharge he attended Augsburg College graduating  with a Bachelor of Arts Degree.       In June of 1949, he married LeVerne Westlin (who predeceased him  a few years ago).  They moved to  Moline, Illinois where he attended Augustana Lutheran Seminary. He completed a year of internship at a  church in Massachusetts and received a Bachelor’s of Divinity degree and was ordained  on June 14, 1953.   Pastor Berry   served as our pastor here at Calvary from December, 1957  –   April, 1965.   The  Berry’s   had  two children, Paul and Christine.     I was a young teenager when he left and have memories of him a s   teacher  of the first year of my   confirmation class and a pastor who   loved to sing .     H is strong deep voice resounded through the church.   He would attend junior choir rehearsals and many occasions.  As the choir would process each Sunday,  part of our rehearsals included practicing the procession singing the opening hymn.    I believe he felt that  singing praises to the Lord were an important part of the service   and the choir’s purpose was to lead the  congregation in song .  He would stand in front of the church and if we weren’t singing loud  enough,   he  would pound on the pew  and encourage us to sing louder.    As I recall, he was instrumental in Calvary  obtaining our pipe organ.  He took his  pastoral   responsibilities seriously and vis i ted shut - ins.  I remember  how much my grandmother enjoyed his visits.     After leaving Calvary, h e went on to serve at Gloria Dei Lutheran in Downers Grove.  (Ironically, after  Pastor Wittman retired and left Calvary, he and his wife became members at Gloria Dei.)  In 1971,  Pastor  began a 20 - year ministry as Senior Pastor at Salem Lutheran Church in F remont, Nebraska   and retiring on  June 19, 1991 .    He went on to receive A Master’s of Divinity degree on June 1, 1972 and Doctor of  Ministry on June 5, 1977 from the Lutheran School of Theology at Chicago.     On behalf of Calvary, I have extended our  sympathies to his daughter and the rest of his family.     Respectfully submitted, Cheryl Schwartz

[Peter and John answered the council,] “we cannot keep from speaking about what we  have seen and heard.”  –   Acts 4:20     We held our final   adult Christian education /Bible study   session on the book of Acts  i n  June  before taking a   break for the summer.    At   our last session, we reviewed major points in  Acts of the Apostles and answered some challenging questions about whether or not, and how,  we are willing to apply the apostles’ f aith and actions to our own life as Christians and at  Calvary.   In my column for the next few months, starting today, I’ll be sharing   a summary of this  activity and   a few follow - up questions for everyone to consider .    The first two sets of summary  points,  questions, and some of participants’ answers follow. How would  you   answer each  question?   1.     (Acts 1) After Jesus’s ascension, the apostles made an intentional effort to ask God to  provide someone to replace one of their group members who had died. They praye d specifically  for that, and God did provide Matthias.    At Calvary, how do you think we should apply this to our congregation?   -   We should pray and ask God to provide person(s) to serve in roles that are vacant  because of those who have died or moved away.   -   G od always answers prayers. It may not be the answer we hoped for, but He helps us and  guides to the path He intended .  He is always there to comfort us.     -   Prayers are powerful .    -   Prayer has helped renew my faith .    -   We should imitate Isaiah :   “Here I am, send m e” .   -   Add to Council agenda: ask volunteers to commit to pray about specific committees.     2.       (Acts 1 - 2) After Jesus ascended into heaven, the apostles waited for ten days before  receiving the Holy Spirit and sharing the good news about Jesus Christ with others and inviting  them to turn to God and join the Christian community.     How long should we  wait before embarking on a more concerted effort to inviting others to  turn to God, hear the Good News, and join our Christian community?   -     Now .   -   As soon as possible.   -   We should wait just until the next opportunity to invite our neighbors, friends, or  family  members.   -   Whenever opportunity provides.    -   Schedule evangelism meetings for July and August, even though it’s summer.     What are your responses?   (to be continued)
