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From the Pastor’s Desk- June 2024
O Lord, my God, how great you are! You use the winds as your messengers and flashes of lightning as your servants. – Psalm 104:1b, 4 (Good News Translation)
	Last month, I wrote about the solar eclipse that many of us experienced in April this year, and I related it to the sun and moon references in Scripture passages and also as a spiritual metaphor.  This was a specific case of a larger topic—the relationship between the natural world and our Christian faith.  
	For much of human history, the forces of nature in God’s creation were something to be feared.  Eclipses, thunderstorms, tornados, hurricanes, fire, extreme cold and heat, or other weather events were often attributed to God’s anger or the fierceness of God compared to human frailty.  With modern technology, motor vehicles, backup power sources, and improved weather forecasting, we may not experience the same level of fear as often as our ancestors did.  
	Nevertheless, the many natural disasters and weather extremes of recent months and years should cause us to revisit our relationship to God via God’s creation.  Even people who identify as Christian have long seen natural resources as things to be exploited for material gain or comfort without much thought to how we are being good or bad stewards of what God provides.  Not every weather extreme or storm is caused by human behavior; some such events have always occurred and are part of the cycles of the world that God made.  The increasing frequency of more severe events, though, should cause us to realize that we have often rarely thought about how we act as a part of God’s creation that affects the rest of it.  In these summer months, I hope to encourage us to think about that role.
